What will I learn?  

By the end of the course you will be able to:  

● Get online using a computer or digital device. 

● Do simple internet searches safely, to find information. 

● Understand the main principles of safe online shopping. 

● Use a HACE email account, and (optionally) a personal account to receive and send simple emails. 

● Join a video call. 

● Know 5 ways to stay safe when working online. 

 

What are the entry requirements? 

● This course is suitable for absolute beginners with very little or no previous knowledge of using a computer or 

digital device.  

 

What do I need to bring with me?  

● Please bring a notebook and a pen with you, to take notes. 

● If you have a device you may wish to bring it with you during the course. 

 

How will my learning be assessed? 

This is a non-accredited course with the intent to benefit lifelong learning. Your tutor will give you regular verbal 

and written feedback to support your progression. You will submit your course work and track your learning in 

Google Classroom. You will participate in group discussions and receive guidance.  

To successfully complete the course your attendance should be a minimum of 85% and course work should be 

completed by the end of the course.
