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Course Title:  Catering Vocational Studies Entry Level 3 - Award    
 
Start Date:  September 2020 
End Date:  February 2021 
 
Course Length:  2 sessions per week over 16 weeks on a Tuesday and Friday morning.  
 
Time:  (The Friday session will be for theory - 90 mins Live session on Google Meet and 30 minutes 

in Google Classroom for questions, feedback and assignments.  The Tuesday session will be for 
practical work and will take place in the catering kitchen at Meadowbank.) 
 
You will track your progress by accessing your online learning plan (ILP), from the start to the end of 
the course. You will respond to questions and feedback in the Google Classroom.  
You will build a portfolio to provide the evidence necessary to achieve the qualification which is 
accredited by Pearson Edexcel.   
There is approximately 2-4 hours of homework per week.  
 

The first four weeks of the course will give you an opportunity to see how you feel about 
learning this way.  You can see how well you are keeping up with the work and whether the 
course is providing you with the right level of challenge.  It will also be a time for us to 
evaluate whether we think this is the right course for you or whether a different course 
would be better.

● Develop your study skills 

● Understand career progression and job opportunities in the sector 

● Know about basic food preparation and basic cooking  

● Understand how to deal with queries and requests

● You must know how to independently access Google Suite Apps - access to a Chrome
