About the course 

This course is for people who are completely new to knitting and are curious to try it out and learn the 

basics. You will be guided on the essentials skills that you need for knitting, and will be able to knit simple items 

such as a scarf or oven mitts.  

This course is an introduction to our creative craft specialist programme, with courses designed to support you in 

your creative practice. You will gain the essential skills to get you started and advice and guidance on your next 

steps. After this course, you will be able to enrol on a Knitting for Beginners course, or possibly a course for 

Designed & Made in Hounslow, depending on your confidence. 

What will I learn? 

After this course you will be able to:  

• Cast on knitting stitches 

• Cast off knitting stitches 

• Knit a basic garter stitch 

• Knit a purl stitch 

 

What are the entry requirements? 

• This course is suitable for complete beginners 

• We use Google Suite for Education to record your learning journey. If you are a new learner with us, we will 

create an account for you. Details will be sent to your personal email so please check your inbox and spam 

regularly prior to course start. 

 

What do I need to bring with me?  

• You will need to be prepared with knitting needles and yarn. This can be any type.

How will my learning be assessed?
