Course Title: GCSE English Language

Start Date: September 2020
End Date: June 2021

Course Length: 2 sessions per week over 29 weeks.

Time: (90 mins Live session on Google Meet and 30 minutes in Google Classroom for questions,
feedback and assignments)

You will track your progress by accessing your online learning plan (ILP), from the start to the end of
the course. You will respond to questions and feedback in the Google Classroom.

You will need to pass both GCSE English Language exams and complete the activities for the
speaking and listening endorsement. The qualification is accredited by AQA.

There is approximately 4 hours of homework per week.

The first four weeks of the course will give you an opportunity to see how you feel about learning
this way. You can see how well you are keeping up with the work and whether the course is
providing you with the right level of challenge. It will also be a time for us to evaluate whether we
think this is the right course for you or whether a different course would be more suitable.

By the end of the course you will be able to:

Access your learning through Google Classroom

Become aware of your strengths and areas for development

Develop your study skills

Develop the skills needed to read, understand and analyse a wide range of different texts

and write clearly

Respond to an unseen literature fiction text and write a descriptive or narrative piece

e Write to present a viewpoint in response to two linked non-fiction texts in which you will have
considered viewpoints and perspectives over time

e Give a formal presentation using Standard English and respond to questions and feedback

What is required to attend the course?

e You will need an initial assessment.

e Access to internet with camera and microphone.
You must know how to independently access Google Suite Apps - access to a Chrome
Browser or Download Phone Apps to access Google Meet, Google Classroom and Google
Docs.
