What are the entry requirements?

o Initial Assessment - All learners will do an Initial Assessment before the course starts to establish suitability
for the course. You will do this before you can enrol on the course.

e A laptop or desktop computer is required to attend the course with a reliable Internet connection and a
generous data plan if accessing the Internet through mobile data. Please discuss with our team - not having
a device or internet should not be a barrier to your taking part in this course.

What do I need to bring with me?

e You may wish to have some paper and a pen to take notes
¢ You may wish to bring your own device with you.



How will my learning be assessed?

This is an accredited course and at the end of the course you will sit an exam and can achieve an Entry 3
qualification in Essential Digital Skills.

Your tutor will also give you regular verbal and written feedback to support your progression. You will submit your
course work and track your learning in Google Classroom. You will participate in group discussions and receive
guidance.

To achieve on this course, we expect your attendance to be a minimum of 85% and course work should be
completed on time.

Devices and digital applications required for your class

This is a face to face class. We use Google Suite for Education and you will become familiar with this during the
course. If you are a new learner with us, we will create an account for you. Details will be sent to your personal
email, if you have one.

Your tutor will support you, in the first session and throughout the course, if you need help with any of this.

e You may wish to continue with your ESOL programme of learning.

e You can enrol on the Essential Digital Skills Qualification course at Level 1.
