You will track your progress by accessing your online learning plan (ILP), from the start to the end of 
the course.

You will build a portfolio to provide the evidence necessary to achieve the qualification which is 
accredited by Pearson Edexcel.   
There is approximately 2-4 hours of homework per week.

You can see how well you are keeping up with the work and whether the 
course is providing you with the right level of challenge.  It will also be a time for us to 
evaluate whether we think this is the right course for you or whether a different course 
would be better.

● Develop your study skills 

● Gain knowledge about communication between children (aged 0-3) and adults 

● Plan for the physical care needs of children 

● Understand the rights of children and how to respect these

● You will need an initial assessment.   

● Access to internet with camera and microphone. 

● You must know how to independently access Google Suite Apps - access to a Chrome 

Browser or Download Phone Apps to access Google Meet, Google Classroom and Google 

Docs.
